	Local Events

· Memphis Suns – the event has been well advertised and current tickets sold are close to 50.  Members were encouraged to continue to promote it.

	Egglescliffe Parish Hall Association updates – Brian reported that no meeting had been held.

	Gardening Section – Richard and Jan were congratulated on the work done over the weekend.  Richard asked for volunteers for the watering – Neville agreed to join the group.  Richard will now form two teams to manage both the Parish Hall and Memorial Garden.  It was suggested that EARA could buy seeds or plugs and then ask Egglescliffe Gardening Club to assist by growing them on.  Ruth will raise the suggestion at the next meeting.

	Financial update - Tim Stokeld advised £3405 was in the account on the 29th May.  Recent expenditure on plants offset by an income of £110 resulted in a current balance of £3228.

	Stoney Bank and Heritage Trail – A meeting with Keith was recently held to discuss options on signs and improvements.  Shane reported that new information had been found that indicated that the Civil War skirmish had in fact been a battle with possibly 400 Royalists killed and buried locally.  Consideration was being given to generating Stony Bank artwork with a Civil War theme.  Shane also advised that the total cost of the improvements could be around £32,000.  Other funding is being considered.  Shane proposed that EARA contribute £1000 – agreed.

	Egglescliffe Renovation Group Update – Meeting scheduled for Wednesday 6th June.  The application from for funding from Yarm Social centre has been completed and Shane believes that it can be submitted by Friday.  The fund-raising BBQ will be held on August 26th.
